JUST B4 PRESCHOOL

Just B4 is a new initiative from the Ministry of
Education to introduce preschool to 4-5-year-old
children who are starting Kindergarten in
September 2023. Just B4 will provide opportunities
for children to engage in lots of activities, spend
time outdoors and in the school garden, and
socialize with peers.

Just B4 will run from September — June for 2 hours
and 15 minutes a day. The program will be held at
Walter Lee and Grauer Schools, in the StrongStart
classrooms. Walter Lee’s program will be held in
the morning from 9:30am — 11:45am and Grauer's
program will be in the afternoon from 12:30pm —
2:45pm. Parents will have the option to request 2-3
mornings at Lee OR 2-3 afternoons at Grauer.
Selection will be done on a lottery basis.

LATE RETURN TO SCHOOL

Please note that being absent at the start of the
school year has the following ramifications for
students:

1. Missed valuable instructional time, therefore

missed valuable learning opportunities.

2. Missed valuable teacher and administrative

explanations of expectations and routines for
the course & school.

3. Missed valuable opportunities to make

important social connections at the start of a
school year.

4. If a student is not returning on or before

September 13, 2023, we cannot reserve a spot.
There may be a need for placement at another
school upon the students’ late return.
In conclusion, the reason for a late return should
only be for extremely extenuating circumstances.
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In the event of an unforeseen critical family
circumstance occurring on or after June 29, 2023
that causes an unexpected late return to the school,
the parent must advise the school as soon as
possible by emailing the school at lee@sd38.bc.ca
with the student’s full name, grade that the student
will be in September, date that the student will
return to school and the reason for absence.
