We encourage parents and caregivers to continue
these conversations at home. When children hear
consistent messages both at school and at home,
it helps them feel supported and better equipped
to handle their emotions with care and respect.
Together, we can help our students grow into
kind, thoughtful, and emotionally resilient
individuals.

Orange Shirt Day on Monday |
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Monday September 29 is Orange Shirt Day, it is observed every
year when we remember and learn about something that
happened a long time ago in Canada. It’s about children who were
taken away from their families and sent to schools

called Residential Schools. These schools were not happy places.
The children were not allowed to speak their own languages or
celebrate their cultures. Many of them felt scared, lonely, and sad.

The day was inspired by Phyllis Webstad, a survivor whose orange
shirt was taken from her on her first day at a residential school —
a symbol of the loss of identity, culture, and dignity that so many
Indigenous children experienced.

Monday is not just about wearing a color. It's about listening,
learning, and taking action. It’s about understanding the truth of our shared history and committing to
reconciliation — in our schools, workplaces, and communities.
