Marking the arrival of spring and
the renewal of life, Nowruz is a time for family gatherings, reflection, and hope for the year ahead.
May this new beginning bring peace, prosperity, and joy.

Translation note: Nowruz ()95 ) means “New Day.” Pronounced NOH-rooz.

March 20, 2026 — Eid al-Fitr (Islamic)
Eid Mubarak to the Muslim students, staff, and families celebrating Eid al-Fitr! This joyful festival
marks the end of the holy month of Ramadan and is a time of gratitude, prayer, charity, and
celebration with loved ones. May this special day bring blessings and happiness to you and your
communities.

Translation note: Eid al-Fitr ( jalluue ) is pronounced EED al-FIT-r. The date may vary slightly by moon
sighting.
