April 3, 2026 – Good Friday (Christian) 

Greeting: To the Christian students, staff, and families, we send our warm regards as you observe 
Good Friday. 
Context note: Good Friday is part of Holy Week in the Christian calendar and invites reflection on 
themes of sacrifice, compassion, and faith. This solemn day of reflection and remembrance 
commemorates the crucifixion of Jesus and is marked through prayer, worship services, and 
quiet 
observance. 
 

April 5–6, 2026 – Easter Sunday and Easter Monday (Christian origin) 
Greeting: Happy Easter to all who celebrate! May this time of renewal and hope bring joy, peace,
